BEACHES !
Kehoe Beach 

This quiet, least accessible beach in Marin is 

located to the north of Point Reyes Station. Due to 

the wildlife, leashes are required. From Inverness, 

drive Sir Francis Drake Boulevard to the fork. Turn 

right on Pierce Point Road and drive about four 

miles. Park at the roadside and follow the signs 

about a half mile to the beach.

Limantour Beach, Olema. 

Not as quiet as Kehoe Beach, but most people 

prefer this beach. Signs show that on some parts 

of the trails, dogs are prohibited. You may walk 

with your dog to Santa Maria Beach. From Highway 

One, turn between Olema and Inverness onto Bear 

Valley Road. Look for Limantour Road and turn 

south all the way to the beach.
